We set the date of the next meeting for November 16th and 17th.  Our task will be to review all of the compiled comments and revise the PSP draft as needed. Rebecca will again make the necessary changes noted by the committee and edit the instructions for the draft to be sent out for comment.  Changes to the forms will be gotten to Greg for his editing and getting them in a format that can be posted electronically to the Davis/Deshaies web site. Bill will be the contact person.  Finalization of everything will be done by the committee via email and telephone by September 30.
